Questions for Further Study
1. Reflecting on the catchphrases like YOLO and FYH,
how do these worldly ideologies contrast with the call to
humility and unity in the church? How can we resist the
temptation to prioritize self-interest over the needs of the
community?

2. In what ways does pride hinder our ability to foster
genuine unity within the body of Christ? How can we
identify and overcome prideful attitudes in our own lives
and in our interactions with others?

3. How does the desire for recognition and approval con-
tribute to the challenge of practicing humility in our lives?
Can you share an example from your own experience
where the pursuit of recognition clashed with the call to
humility? How can we shift our focus from seeking valida-
tion from others to embracing humility and serving self-
lessly within the church community?

4. How does the concept of unity in diversity contribute
to the strength and vitality of the body of Christ? How
can we celebrate and embrace the diverse gifts, talents,
and perspectives within our faith community while main-
taining unity?

5. The sermon emphasizes the role of love in expressing
humility and fostering unity within the church. Reflect on
a time when you witnessed love overcoming division or
conflict within your faith community. How can we contin-
ue to prioritize love as a means of maintaining unity and
bearing witness to the gospel message?
